MARKETS

The high Australian dollar is affecting the
domestic market as exporters are still pushing
product locally for better returns.

Asian markets are still generally positive with
Japan and Korea the key players. The Japanese
are steady if not slightly improved. Future
prospects there are looking positive.

Demand is strong in Korea with a lack of high
quality meat available, based on the
assumption that high quality US product
would be available by now. Consumers are
not convinced that US beef tastes any better
or is cheaper than the Australian product.

We have been running some major promotions
for Tasmanian beef in Korea recently. | was
there in the first week of August as part of a
campaign with their second largest
supermarket chain. It was a resounding
success. All our stock (approximately 40
metric tonnes) sold out within four days.
Another promotion planned in September
using a larger shipment. Hopefully this
activity will turn into monthly orders.

The US is solid with high quality cuts in
demand. Local feedlotters are turning stock
off early due to high grain prices, so there’s
less high quality meat available.

Yet again, the high quality of Tasmanian meat
is providing us with the best international
marketing opportunities.

QUALITY ASSURANCE HELP
FROM OUR FARMERS

Greenham are asking for your help to fulfil our quality
assurance obligations regarding expected industry standards.

“We are asking our farmers to complete Question 2 of the
National Vendor Declaration (NVD) when sending cattle to
the Smithton abattoir,” says Wayne Bradfield, Quality
Assurance Manager.

“If as a livestock producer you are accredited with an on
farm QA program such as Cattle Care, LPA, a Dairy Quality
Assurance program, or other recognised program, the name
of the program and the licence/accreditation number needs
to be included in Question 2 of the NVD.”

“If you are not accredited to a recognised on-farm QA
program, contact Adam Pretty for some help. He will
explain what may be required to comply with NVD
requirements.”
